The Economics

Research published in a leading international medical journal (2014) and included as part of the
National Autism Project (2017) shows that autism costs the UK more than heart disease, cancer and
stroke combined.

The study, led by the London School of Economics and Political Science (LSE), estimates that autism
costs the country at least £32 billion per year in treatment, lost earnings, care and support for children
and adults with autism.

More than 600,000 people in the UK have autism, a condition associated with poor social and
communication skills and restricted, repetitive patterns of behaviour. A quarter of people with autism
are unable to talk, and 85% do not work full time.

On publication of the results Professor Martin Knapp from LSE said: “What these figures show is a clear
need for more effective interventions to treat autism, ideally in early life, making the best use of scarce
resources.” A view echoed by Caudwell Children, along with several other prominent national autism
charities and advocates.
